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Dual Cam Lift Door Bottom Seal

STEP 1

* The door bottom assembly (shown in Figure A and Figure B) is shipped installed on the door.
+ With the door in the closed position loosen the door bottom screws (C).

* Lower the door bottom until the neoprene seal (B1 and B2) makes full contact with the
entire width of the threshold.

* Firmly tighten the attachment screws.

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STEP 2

* Open and close the door several times and check the adjustment with the thin
plastic card provided.

* When the seals are properly adjusted, the card should slip between the sill and the seal.

* The card should fit snugly, but not so tight that the card is difficult to remove
or bend upon insertion.

* The seals should extend approximately %" (+/-) beyond the door on each side.
The neoprene is a double seal and should be cut accurately at each end to fit snugly
against the frame and the jamb seal.

STEP 3

+ Keep the area around the doors clean once installed and/or adjusted as sand, plaster,
or other construction debris will damage the neoprene seal.

STEP 4

* Once the door bottom seal has been adjusted, apply acoustical sealant in the slotted
adjustment holes (D, shown in Figure A on the previous page).
